An applicant must be a resident of Iowa and plan to pursue post-secondary
education. Scholarships are awarded without regard to gender, race, religion, creed,
marital or employment status or gender/sexual orientation of the prospective
recipient or his/her relatives. Additionally, there is no restriction on the type or
location of the educational institution where post-secondary education is pursued.

Applications and transcripts must be submitted by email no later than March 15,
2022. The FFBC Scholarship Award Committee will notify recipients no later than
April 15, 2022.
